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Bl Before the journey

® Check your passport and visa and ensure their
validity.

@® Prepare your essential personal items early to
avold forgetting any of them.
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Bl During the journey by bus and airplane

® Thereis no mode of transportation where all seats are forward-facing, so please
occupy your assigned seat on the bus or airplane, and be patient. You are on a holy
journey.

® Follow the instructions of the guide accompanying you

® Bus journeys are not without the presence of the sick and the weak, who may require
frequent access to restroom facilities. Be patient!
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B |hram

lhram 1s the first step in your journey of
faith and an act of the heart with which you
engage In a great act of worship. Allah
commanded us to make our intentions
sincere and to perform the rituals for His
sake, Glory be to Him, in the most perfect
manner. The Almighty said: {Perform Hajj
and Umrah for (the sake of) Allah}.
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Bl |hram from the Airplane

® You must wear the lhram attire at the airport before takeoff, and intend for Umrah In
the plane as you pass by the Miqgat.

If you doubt that the airline crew will announce the Migat alignment, you can enter
® into the state of Ihram before arrival as a precaution, such as entering lhram half an
hour before the scheduled arrival time.

® The lhram begins when you express the intention to perform Umrah, saying:
'‘Labbaik, Allahumma Umrah.’
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Bl |hram during the bus journey

® Prepare your lhram clothing, toiletries, and bathing essentials in a small bag, and do
not place it in the larger luggage under the bus to make retrieving them easy and

convenient.

® Upon reaching the designated Migat, there are dedicated facilities for showering,
purification, and donning the Ilhram attire

® The lhram begins when you express the intention to perform Umrah, saying:
'‘Labbaik, Allahumma Umrah.’
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B What does a woman wear during lhram?

® When a woman enters the state of lhram, she iIs free to choose what to wear,
regardless of their colors, as long as they are loose-fitting, concealing, do not restrict
movement, and are devoid of adornments.

® Covering the face, wearing a nigab, and using gloves are prohibited.
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B Tawaf

The circumambulation (Tawaf) is one of the pillars of Umrah and is an act
of worship in which, by directing our hearts and bodies to Allah, we are
humbled confess our needs to the Almighty. In this act of worship, the
servant circumambulates the House of Allah (the Kaaba), worshipping
the Lord of the House and drawing close to Him as He has prescribed.
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Bl Description of Circumambulation

® Pilgrims performing Hajj or Umrah start circumambulation from the corner

containing the Black Stone, with a green sign indicating this on the upper floors. The
pilgrim points with their hand towards the Black Stone and recites Takbir in each of

the seven rounds.

® Kissing the Black Stone is a Sunnah for those who are able to do so, but this is
difficult during the Hajj season crowded days

® The circumambulation concludes at the seventh round, marked by the green sign.
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HE Sa'i

Performing Sa'i between Safa and Marwa is a ritual of Hajj and Umrah
alike. Allah the Exalted said: {Indeed, Safa and Marwa are among the
symbols of Allah. So whoever makes Hajj to the House or performs
Umrah - there is no blame upon him for walking between themj.

The pilgrim performing Hajj or Umrah worships his Lord by crossing the
distance between Safa and Marwa seven times, as did his Noble
Messenger (blessings and peace be upon him).
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Bl Description of Sa'i between Safa and Marwa

® You start your Sa'i from Safa, heading towards Marwa. Upon reaching Marwa, you
have completed one round. Crossing the distance back to Safa fulfills the second
round, and so on, until the seventh-round ends at Marwa.

When you arrive at the beginning of Safa and Marwa, it is Sunnah to raise your hands,
® face the Qiblah and supplicate to Allah

It Is recommended for capable men to run between the two green signs, following the
® example of the Messenger of Allah (blessings and peace be upon him).
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Bl Having hair of the head shaven or trimmed

® After completing Sa’'t, men go to the barber shops to have their hair shaven or
trimmed

® Women gather their hair and cut from its ends about (1-2 cm)

® With this act, the Umrah would be completed, marking the end of lhram
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Bl Nusuk
